
How to Search the Cummings Cove Directory pdf  

These instructions will guide you in searching the digital version (pdf format) of 

the Who’s Who Directory on an iPad or iPhone or on a Windows PC. The red boxes 

and arrows shown in the pictures below are to help guide you. You will not see 

these when you do the steps on your device. 

You may search by: 

• Name 

• Street 

• Phone number 

• Email 

Please note that the date shown at the bottom of each page is the date the new 

directory file was created based on changes up until that date. 

 

On an iPad or iPhone: 

1) Locate and click on the icon of a square with an upward arrow as indicated 

by the red arrow in this picture. 

 

 

 



2) On the pop-up menu, scroll down and select ‘Find on Page’

4) Using the keypad in the Find Box, type in what you want to search for. In the 

following picture, as the search for ‘Stewart’ was typed in, the directory 

page changed to the first instance that was found, highlighted in yellow. 

Please note that the “Stewart” in ‘Keith & Leigh Stewart’ is the first of three 

instances of the letters “Stewart” appearing in the document. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



5) Please be aware that your search term may appear embedded in other 

terms. In this case you will need to click on the down arrow in the search 

box to navigate to find the entry you are seeking. For example, if I am 

looking for Catherine Martin and enter the search term “Martin”, the first 

entry that appears is for “Martine”. Note that the search box shows that 

there are 12 instances of my search term in the document.  Also note the 

down arrow. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



6) Clicking on the down arrow will navigate to the next instances of the search 

term. In this example it takes me past instances of “Martin” within email 

addresses and other names which are not what I am seeking. The sixth 

instance brings me to the one I’m seeking: Catherine Martin! 

 

 



On a Windows PC: 

1. Click the ‘Ctrl’ and ‘F’ keys simultaneously.

3. Type in the search term. In the example below, the search term is ‘Stewart’ 

and the directory page changed to the first instance of where ‘Stewart’ is
